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HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

This HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is
made as of this _ day of , 2008, by and between the CITY OF
HAILEY, an Idaho municipal corporation (hereinafter “City”), and BLAINE COUNTY
SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 61 (hereinafter “District”).

A. The City is a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Idaho
and has authority to enter into this Agreement. Rick Davis is the Mayor for the
City of Hailey. The Hailey City Council has authorized the Mayor to execute this

Agreement.

B. District is a political subdivision of the State of Idaho and owns real property in
the City of Hailey that is commonly known as the Wood River High School

Campus.

C. On July 4, 2008, the City desires to conduct a 4™ of July Fireworks Ceremony on
the Wood River High School Campus near the football field.

D. The District will allow the City to use the Wood River High School Campus,
provided the City holds the District harmless and indemnifies the District from
any and all claims relating to the fireworks ceremony.

NOW, THEREOFRE, on the basis of the foregoing recitals and in consideration of the
mutual promises and undertakings hereinafter set forth, and for valuable consideration,

the parties agree as follows:

1. Use of Property. The District agrees to allow the City and its agent, Elite
Pyrotechnics, LLC, and its employees and agents, to use the Wood River High
School Campus for such times as are reasonably necessary to setup, conduct, and
cleanup a 4™ of July Fireworks program on July 4, 2008.

2. Hold Harmless And Indemnification. The City hereby holds the District harmless
from and indemnifies the District for any and all costs or expenses and any and all
claims, demands, obligations, liabilities, damages, costs, lawsuits and judgments,
including attorney’s fees (collectively “Claims”), connected in any way with the
setup, staging, operation, and cleanup of the fireworks ceremony on the Wood

River High School campus.

3. Miscellaneous Provisions.

a. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the
parties hereto, and their respective heirs, personal representatives,

successors, and assigns.



b. This Agreement is the entire agreement between the parties with respect to
the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements between
them with respect thereto.

C. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the
State of Idaho.
d. In the event that any party hereto has to retain counsel for the purpose of

enforcing any of the rights, duties, or obligations arising out of or relating
to this Agreement, the non-prevailing party shall pay to the prevailing
party the latter’s reasonable attorney’s fees and costs, whether or not
litigation is actually instituted, and including attorney’s fees and costs on
appeal and in any bankruptcy proceeding.

e. Each signatory agrees that he/she has full authority and consent to sign
this Agreement.

f. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts and all so
executed shall constitute on Agreement, binding on all the parties hereto
even though all the parties are not signatories to the original or the same

counterpart.

BACKGROUND:

WOOD RIVER LAND TRUST PRESENTATION (Excerpt from City Council Minutes November 27, 2006)
Kathryn Goldman proposed a restoration project at the mouth of Croy Creek, and asked for Hailey’s involvement in
that project. She noted that Croy Creek is recognized by DEQ as a polluted waterway. This project would assist in
addressing sources of the pollution, and restore remaining areas of the wetlands. Wetlands restoration is one
component of the area master plan, which includes an ice rink. She asked Hailey to budget 333 man hours and
trucks to assist in hauling away material prior to restorative planting. She also requested that the Hailey Parks and
Lands Board participate in the project planning. Mayor asked if the landscaping would be self-sustaining enough for
the irrigation system to be removed. Goldman said an overhead irrigation system would be provided for 3 years. At
some point, as the root system is established, the irrigation system can stop being used. She said the city cost in man
hours and trucks would be approximately $21,000. She planned to pursue getting a donation from the county on the
landfill requirement, and other appropriate local companies. Mayor McBryant suggested putting this on the next

meeting as a business item.

WOOD RIVER LAND TRUST RESTORATION PROJECT (Excerpt from City Council Minutes Dec 11, 2006) .
Keefer said the Parks and Lands Board endorsed cleaning up any problems in and west of Lion’s Park. They also
strongly endorsed partnership projects. Davis asked if we can squeeze this out of the street department budget. Ray
said man hours and equipment can be fit in unless some emergency comes up at that time. Brown said every little bit
that restores wetlands to functional healthy wetlands, helps us in the long run. It is a key location. Davis moved to
enter into support of the Wood River Land Trust’s project. Brown seconded; the motion carried unanimously.

Project Overview

Prescribed project applications are designed to address impacts affecting the
floodplain riparian resources associated with the Big Wood River and Croy
Creek. Restoration strategies and applications outlined within this plan are
designed to mitigate for the on-site adverse impacts that have occurred with
regards to the past land use fill applications. The following document describes
current conditions and outlines proposed restoration applications.

Site Description

The project site is located approximately 0.5 miles southwest of the town of
Hailey, within Section 9, Township 2 North, Range 18 East, B.M., Blaine County,
Idaho. The identified project area is located to the west of the Big Wood River
and lies within the river’s floodplain bottomlands. .Past land use applications
throughout Lions Park have significantly impacted the area. Recreational
development and associated fill activities have altered the native vegetation
community, which is comprised of cottonwood and aspen trees, riparian shrubs
and various grasses and forbs. Undisturbed riparian and wetland habitat
elements adjacent to the project area are of moderate to high quality and perform
important functional values with wildlife habitat and recreation being the current

primary use.

The impacted riparian area (restoration area) is approximately 0.50 acre (22,000 .
sq.ft.), the majority of which is located to the south of the developed recreational
facilities associated with Lions Park. The habitat type associated with the
restoration site has been classified as Riparian Forest. Within the project area, a
mix of ground water influenced forested and scrub-shrub habitat elements occur.
Dominant plant species observed include: Black cottonwood (Populus
trichocarpa), Red-osier dogwood (cornus stolonifera), native willow (Salix spp.),
woods rose (Rosa woodsii) and various riparian wetland grass species and forbs.

The restoration area is supported by near surface ground water conditions and
periodic inundation, which occur during seasonal high water events associated
with the Big Wood River and the Croy Creek drainage.

Characteristics for the soils associated with the project area are consistent with
the soil types and characteristics defined by the USDA Soil Map Unit for Blaine
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County Idaho (USDA 1991). Two mapped soil units have been identified for the
project area, which are classified as the Balaam-Adamson-Riverwash complex
and the Marshdale-Bruneel loams, which are listed on the State of Idaho’s hydric
soils list. The USDA-defined soil types and characteristics are consistent with the
soil sample observations made during on-site field investigations.

Remediation and Restoration Goal

Restore physical and biological characteristics to the impacted floodplain riparian
area so that the pre-existing function and value of the resource can be re-
established and maintained.

Proposed restoration areas will be constructed and managed in a manner that
will sustain riparian wetland characteristics, supporting riparian vegetation and
soils. Restoration areas will be constructed on grade elevation consistent with the
pre-disturbed grade of the site, which supports adjacent riparian wetland
habitats. All non-native fill materials will be removed from the site. Organic mulch
materials will be added to the site if deemed necessary before restoration plant
materials are planted. The complete restoration area will be seeded with an
approved riparian wetland grass mix and covered with weed free muich.
Vegetation planted on the site will be monitored to ensure success of the
restoration applications. Success will be determined by a survival of 60% of the
planted vegetation and the associated goal of 80% coverage of the complete
restoration area by desirable riparian wetland plant species.

Natural recruitment and colonization of desirable native riparian and wetland
plant species is also expected to occur throughout the restoration area.

Restoration Plan

Prescribed restoration and mitigation applications will incorporate all applicable
Best Management Practices to protect resource values and to ensure
compliance with state and federal Water Quality Standards. The following
strategies will be implemented throughout the identified restoration area so that a
complete and successful restoration of the site can be achieved.

Strategies:

1. Remove all non-native fill material from the identified restoration area and
transport off site to an approved disposal location. Fill includes inert waste
materials including earthen fill, concrete, asphalt and roadway fill, along with
the random car body and bulk waste.

2. Grade and prepare restoration area to meet pre-disturbed site specifications
and topography.
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. Plant the appropriate type and number of native riparian plant species at
densities sufficient to achieve 80 percent coverage by desirable riparian
wetland plants by the end of the third growing season.

. lrrigate restoration area for two to three years after the restoration application
is complete to promote plant colonization and root development. A schedule
for irrigation applications will be developed for the site once restoration
applications are completed.

. Control of non-native invasive plant species will be conducted on an as
needed basis. The preferred method of hand pulling will be applied for weeds
that are isolated and not widespread, while spot herbicide applications will be
utilized to control widespread infestations.

. Future restoration applications may also include the construction of an
overlook and/or boardwalk by the Wood River Land Trust through the
restoration site to provide access to the adjacent beaver ponds for
educational and recreational purposes.

Appropriately constructed access points will provide greater recreational
opportunities and help to educate the general public about the importance of

wetland areas.

. Monitor restoration applications to ensure prescribed restoration and
mitigation objectives are met.

The requirements listed below shall be followed during restoration applications to
ensure violations of the state and federal Water Quality Standards do not occur:

Removal of fill, grading of site and planting of vegetation shall be
conducted in such a manner so as to minimize turbidity and comply with
Idaho Water Quality Standards as set forth in IDAPA 58.01.02.

All fuel, oil and other hazardous materials shall be stored and equipment
refueled away from riparian wetland habitats and surface water elements.
All areas subject to erosion as a result of fill removal, grading activities
and planting shall be protected by suitable methods of erosion control
meeting Idaho Department of Water Resources (IDWR) minimum
standards.

The use of fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides shall be consistent with
label instructions and use shall be minimized to that which is deemed
critical to the success of the restoration at the site.

All monitoring will be in-person, on-site inspections that occur as a result of the
restoration and will follow the prescribed schedule outlined within the proposed
restoration plan. Monitoring reports shall document the following:

» Types of vegetation established (herbaceous, scrub-shrub, tree, etc)

* Densities, percent and condition of vegetation present

» Photo documentation labeled with date, location, direction in which photo
was taken and a brief description of the current vegetation component
(e.g. plant species, densities, etc.) and condition (living or dead).

Maintenance

The restored area will be inventoried at the end of the first growing period (Fall
2009). Vegetation planted shall be deemed successful if, over 60% of the planted
vegetation survives and shows signs of new growth. Should the vegetation not
meet the survival criteria, it shall be replanted to the original density prescribed in
the plan, unless it is determined that natural recruitment has compensated for
planted vegetation mortality. Subsequent inventories will occur annually at the
end of each growing season (Fall 2010 - 11), the same success criteria will
apply, as will the contingency plan. If, after subsequent replanting the plant (s)
fail to survive and grow, a new species shall be selected for planting.

Control of non-native invasive plant species will be conducted on an as needed
basis.

Summary

The proposed restoration applications are intended to address impacts affecting
the degraded riparian wetland resources associated with the Big Wood River and
Croy Creek caused by past land use fill activities on the site. Working to restore
the physical and biological characteristics to the impacted area so that the pre-
existing function and value of the riparian wetland resources can be re-
established and maintained.

The goal of the infrastructure project is to provide a preferred safe route connection to Woodside Elementary School that

will encourage the increased participation in walking and biking to Woodside Elementary School. The non-
infrastructure activities provided by our partnership with Mountain Rides Transportation will provide outstanding
education and encouragement opportunities and thereby increase the level of participation in the Safe Routes to School
Project. Our primary goal is to increase the number of students walking and biking to school on a regular basis to 100
students (30%). The past levels of participation at big events (40+%) indicate an awareness about ldaho SR2S and a
willingness to participate at heavily promoted events. ‘

The ROW
proposed is in the back yards of existing homes and would remove children from exposure to traffic. A bridge to cross a

Project Goals:
The goal of the infrastructure project is to provide a preferred safe route connection to
Woodside Elementary School that will encourage the increased participation in walking and
‘biking to Woodside Elementary School. The non-infrastructure activities provided by our
partnership with Mountain Rides Transportation will provide outstanding education and
encouragement opportunities aﬁd thereby increase the level of participation in the Safe Routes
to School Project. Qur primary goal is to increase the number of students walking and biking
to school on a regular basis to 100 students (30%). The past levels of participation at big
events (40+%) indicate an awareness about Idaho SR2S and a willingness to partic.ipate at
heavily promoted events.
Other goals of the project are improved student health and academic achievement, reduction
of vehicle traffic impacts in the neigborhoods and at the school, improved air Quality and year
around use of the newly constructed/improved bike and pedestrian connectors.
Problem Description:
The problem in this area is a lack of bike/pedestrian infrastucture/connectivity through the
neighborhoods surrounding the school causing low levels of walking and biking
participation. Parents and students encounter unfriendly streets and crossings surfoundin-g
the school. There are no sidewalks in the neighborhoods adjacent to the School excluding the
350 feet at the school zone between Mountain Ash and Cherry St. The area has a high density
of homes leading to high traffic volume on Woodside Boulevard and surrounding
neighborhood streets which is a significant deterrent to walking or biking to school. Winter
conditions/snow removal in Woodside compound this situation with narrower 11 ght of ways.

Because of this many parents feel the only way for their children to arrive safely at school is
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to drive them. This leads to an increased traffic load in the area. By providing a safer route
for children to get to school we desire to reduce fhis increase in traffic at the school.

The use of SR2S funds is needed to fund the connection across the drainage ditch from the
bike path to the school. Without this connection the route involves traveling on city streets
without sidewalks. The cost of the bridge or drainage culverts is not within _the City of Hailey
budget.

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HAILEY SEWER EXTENSION SERVICES POLICY

January 28, 2008

The City of Hailey has received requests for extension of its municipal sewer services
outside of the Hailey city limits. The Hailey City Council believes the extension of its
municipal sewer system is appropriate in limited circumstances. The City of Hailey will
only consider the extension of its municipal sewer system beyond the Hailey City limits
under the following circumstances:

1. There must be capacity in the present sewer collection and treatment
system. When measuring capacity in the municipal sewer treatment
system, there must be adequate capacity to serve all undeveloped property
in Hailey measured at the highest legal density for the undeveloped

propetrty. '
2. Any extension shall not negatively impact existing users.

3. All new users in an extension shall pay the pro rata cost of connection into
the entire municipal sewer system. The pro rata cost of connection shall
be calculated by dividing the cost of a normal expansion of the sewer
system by the number of units that could be served by such an expansion. -

4. All new users in an extension shall pay for all future costs related to
upgrades to existing system (e.g., upgrades required by regulatory
agencies such as DEQ).

5. All new users in an extension shall pay at least the same user fees charged
to Hailey residents.

6. All new users in an extension shall pay at least the same connection fee
charged to Hailey residents.

7. The new use seeking an extension shall pay for all infrastructure needed
for the extension.

8. The new use seeking an extension shall provide additional consideration
(e.g., cash or land) and/or material benefit(s) (e.g., public facility) to the
citizens of Hailey. The consideration and benefits shall be determined in

the sole and absolute discretion of the City of Hailey.

9. Money paid for sewer upgrades, user fees and connection fees shall be
collected and paid into sewer funds. Other consideration may be used for

non-sewer purposes.

The City Council must find that the extension of the municipal sewer
system will not conflict with Hailey’s Comprehensive Plan, Municipal
Code or other land use polices.

Before a new extension is permitted, a written contract shall be entered
into between the City and the new user(s), with provisions addressing,
among other things, payment of all fees, costs and expenses described
herein, termination of services and a consent to annexation pursuant to
Idaho Code §50-222, as amended. In addition. any contract shall provide
that users of the municipal sewer system outside of the Hailey city limits
shall not have any right to vote in Hailey general or special elections. The
provisions of the contract shall run with the land to be served by the
municipal sewer system.

The extension of the municipal sewer system shall only occur if part or all
of the property to be served is within the Hailey’s Area of City Impact
established under Idaho Code §67-6526, as amended.
