Snow Removal Regulations

Adherence to city regulations is critical to an effective
snow removal effort for all Hailey citizens. A friendly
reminder of those rules:

Do not plow snow across any public street, alley
or other city right-of-way.

Do not plow snow onto any public street, public
parking area, alley or sidewalk.

Do not place snow within 25 of a fire hydrant on
the street side of the hydrant.

Do not place snow in such a way as to obstruct
any traffic regulatory sign.

Snow shoveled from a roof into any street, alley
or sidewalk shall be removed at the owner’s
expense.

Any snow piled that requires city removal in
order to maintain public streets, alleys, or other
ways, shall be removed at the owner’s expense.
During winter maintenance operations, vehicles,
etc., must not be left in the right of way.
